Locations: Paddington, Westbourne Green, West Kilburn, Kensal Town, Kensal 
Green, College Park, Old Oak Common, Harlesden, Stonebridge, Lower Place, 
North Action, Park Royal, Alperton, Perivale, Horsenden Hill, Sudbury, Wembley, 
Northolt, RAF Northolt, South Harrow, Roxeth, Rayners Lane, Eastcote, Ruislip, 
Ruislip Manor, Ruislip Gardens, West Ruislip, North Hillingdon, Ickenham, 
Harefield, South Harefield and Newyears Green.   

Other boroughs within 
this section are Ealing, Harrow, Brent, Hammersmith and Fulham, City of 
Westminster and Kensington and Chelsea.
