8.7 miles 

Locations: Shooters Hill, Welling, Falconwood, Woolwich, Plumstead, Crayford, 
Erith, Greenwich, Rotherhithe, Bexleyheath, Slade Green, Barnhurst, Abbey Wood, 
Northumberland Heath, Lessness Heath,(West Heath, East Wickham), Barnes Cray, 
Bexley Village, (Blendon, Bridgen & Upton), Charlton. Bermondsey, London Bridge, 
Isle of Dogs which includes Cubitt Town, Millwall and South Quay. 

The prayer walk goes through the Borough of Bexley.  Other boroughs to pray for 
are Greenwich, Southwark and Tower Hamlets.
