
Section 9- Kingston Bridge to Hatton Cross 
10 miles 

Locations: Hounslow, Hounslow West, Hounslow Heath, Whitton, Hampton Wick, 
Richmond, Twickenham, Isleworth, Barnes, Fulham, Chelsea, Buckingham Palace, 
Ham, Richmond Park, Richmond, Putney, Royal Botanic Gardens Kew, Grove Park, 
Barnes Common, Walham Green, West Brompton, Brompton, West Kensington, 
Woodlands, St James, Strawberry Hill, St Margarets, Richmond Hill and 
Roehampton.  

The prayer walk itself goes through two boroughs - Richmond upon Thames and 
Hounslow.  Other boroughs to pray for are Hammersmith and Fulham, Kensington 
and Chelsea, Kingston upon Thames, Wandsworth and City of Westminster.
